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Ė The Gospel of Christ is the ONLY 
hope for sinful man ɀ (1:16,17; 3:21-23) 

Ė The sinful condition of the whole 
world and its need for salvation ɀ 
(1:18-3:20) 

Ė Men are justified by pardon, (grace), 
not merit, (works) ɀ (3:21 - 4:25) 

Ė The benefits of justification based on 
Christõs death ð Death through 
Adam, life Through Christ -(5:1-25) 

Ė Paul provides four reasons why we 
should not continue in sin ɀ (6:1-23) 
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Romans 5:20-21 (NKJV)  
20 Moreover the law entered 

that the offense might abound. 
But where sin abounded, grace 

abounded much more,  
21 so that as sin reigned in 

death, even so grace might 
reign through righteousness to 

eternal life through Jesus 
Christ our Lord.  

Romans 6:1-2 (NKJV)  
1 What shall we say 

then? Shall we continue 
in sin that grace may 
abound?  2 Certainly 

not! How shall we who 
died to sin live any 

longer in it?
